Submissions will be judged on originality and content of the text. The decision of the judges is final
and no correspondence will be entered into.

The panel of judges selected will include professionals in the fields of education and literature.

Submissions will not be considered if they are not accompanied by a completed Entry Form. Multiply
Entry Forms are to be completed and attached to the submission for each member of any group.

Students must sign the Declaration for their entry to be considered for the competition.
